The RESIST Project releases report: Effects of, and Resistances to ‘Anti-Gender’ Mobilisations Across
Europe

The findings show widespread experiences of verbal and physical attacks, systemic discrimination,
and political violence directly targeting feminists, LGBTQI+ people, and cisgender heterosexual
women.

The RESIST Project addresses ‘anti-gender’ politics that imperil equality, gender and sexual diversity, and
legitimacy of critical knowledge in contemporary Europe. In its second year, RESIST set out to study how
‘anti-gender’ mobilisations affect the people whom they target and attack. Based on this research, the
report released today focuses on qualitative data from 254 feminist and LGBTQI+ activists, public
intellectuals, and members of the general public. Findings show the negative impact of anti-LGBTQI+,
anti-feminism, anti-abortion and anti-sex work politics on their lives, as well as how these politics intersect
with racism and anti-migration. The report is based on 104 interviews and 36 focus groups held between
January and May 2024 across nine case studies: Belarus, France, Germany, Greece, Ireland, Poland, Spain
(Catalonia and Basque Country), Switzerland, and a transnational case study of people living in exile in
Europe.

The case study on Greece was conducted by the Feminist Autonomous Centre for research. We found that
virtually all participants experienced 'anti-gender' attacks. Some of these attacks were organised and
involved political actors, including elected representatives. Trans participants in the study reported that
transphobic discrimination is institutionalised and present in virtually all spheres of their/our lives.
Violence and the fear of violence are prominent in all participants’ experiences. Participants identify the
far-right, alt-right, and the current government as sources of 'anti-gender' politics and discourses. At
the same time, 'anti-gender' ideologies and rhetorics are also present on the left and in some feminisms. In
particular, participants said trans-exclusionary feminisms are a definitive, if often hidden, aspect of
‘anti-gender' politics. They also pointed to how ‘anti-woke mania’ on the left dismisses feminist and
antiracist struggles by reducing them pejoratively to ‘rightsism’.

The participants in the research emphasise resistance, solidarity, and community. Migration is seen
by some participants as a (personal) solution to escaping 'anti-gender' attacks, violence, oppression, and
discrimination—both for people emigrating from Greece and for people seeking asylum in Greece on the
basis of persecution for Sexual Orientation Gender Identity and Expression and Sexual Characteristics
(SOGIESC). Yet, rather than reach safety, participants who are SOGIESC asylum seekers found that
Greece and the EU expose them to continued endangerment as LGBTQI+ people in situations of forced
encampment, whilst awaiting asylum decisions. Intrusive questions that violate privacy, and reliance on
stereotypes consistent with ‘anti-gender’ views are common in asylum interviews, according to participants.
